COACH OPERATORS / FIT TERMS AND CONDITIONS 2026

1. All coaches must stop at the Admissions Office and book in prior to the group making their way up to
the Palace. Visitors should be dropped off and collected from the Coach Park.

2. Coaches are required to arrive promptly as late or early arrival may result in a delay o your tour if you

are late, or your tour guide not being available if you arrive too early.

3. Coach Drivers and Group Leader, limited to one per coach, will be given free admission and will
receive a voucher to use in the Coffee Shop for refreshments up to a value of £10.00. The minimum group
size to qualify for this offer is 12.

4. Guided Tours must be booked in advance and are subject to availability.

5. Final numbers and any dietary requirements for any catering which is booked must be advised to us 72

hours before your visit. All charges will be based on this final number.
6. Payment must be made as per the terms outlined in your invoice.

7. The disposal of waste on site is strictly forbidden. This also applies to bathroom waste which may only

be disposed of according to statutory regulations.
8. Any cancellation must be advised at least 72 hours in advance. When cancellation is not advised 72
hours in advance, you will be charged £125 if you have booked a private Palace or Garden tour, and £1000

if you've booked an exclusive tour with Viscount Stormont.
